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What is Advanced Field Study (AFS)?

e Exclusive, in-depth, three-quarter Field Study experience
e Address community issues through civic engagement

e Connect more deeply with faculty, peers, and community
organization

e Develop strong writing and presentation skills, culminating in a
final paper and project presentation

e Build professional skills and prepare for graduate school/career
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What to Expect from AFS Fieldwork?

e During their placement, students work with a local non-profit,
public, or private sector organization

e Complete 80+ fieldwork hours per quarter (about 8 hours/wk) for
each of the three quarters of AFS

e Develop strong relationships and menteeships with supervisors,
staff, and peers

e Make meaningful contributions to your organization and the
community they serve
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Fieldwork may include, but not limited to:

Serving in day-to-day support of operations

Conducting research that enhances the work of the organization
Developing new activities or programs

Working intensively with clients

Engaging in outreach and community organization

Participating in organizational development and advancement
efforts
